Columbus Pet Rescue pets are inside animals, not to be kept outside for more than short periods of supervised exercise. We ask that pets be always leashed when not in a secure fenced area.  Cats will be kept indoors at all times.
I, the undersigned, promise and agree to be solely responsible for this pet and to indemnify and hold harmless Columbus Pet Rescue, its representatives, officers, agents, volunteers, successors, and assigns, from any and all claims of liability for the conduct of this pet on or after the date of this transfer.  It is hereby Columbus Pet Rescue makes all reasonable efforts to ascertain the history and temperament of each pet, Columbus Pet Rescue cannot and does not guarantee the temperament or history of any pet.  By signing below, the undersigned hereby releases and forever discharges Columbus Pet Rescue, its representatives, officers, agents, volunteers, successors, and assigns, from any and all liability for injuries, damages, or losses, in law or in equity, incurred as a result of any pet placed by Columbus Pet Rescue, whether as a result of physical or emotional injury, property damage, economic damage, or any other damages whatsoever.  It is expressly understood and agreed that this Release is intended to cover, and does cover, not only present injuries, losses, and damages, but any future injuries, damages, or losses not now known or anticipated, but which may later develop or be discovered, including all of the effects and consequences thereof.

Even without a formal event, you are more than welcome to bring your foster to any Petsmart and hang out in the store showing off your charge.  Ask for a table and cage for cats.  Getting your fosters out and in the public eye increases their chance of adoption.  If someone is interested, have them fill out an application, send an e-mail to columbuspetrescue@gmail.com to request an application, or go on-line to www.columbuspetrescue.com and navigate to the adoption process. 
Finally, remember the foster you have is hoping to become a member of someone else’s family.  What may be perfectly acceptable to you – dogs begging for food while you are eating, cats scratching an old sofa – may not be acceptable to another.   Think about your foster’s future home while housing them in the present.
